2 In the story Jesus told, what happened to the house built on the sand? (It fell down with a
crash.)

Read the following thought aloud to help increase your child’s understanding:

Jesus said that we can be like the man who built his house on the rock by putting Jesus’ words
into action. God wants to make our hearts like His. This happens when we trust Jesus and let
His words guide our own hearts, choices and actions.
